3-D Object

   You will be creating a 3-D object representing your country using any means or materials you wish. Examples of the object could include but is not limited to places of worship (church, mosque, temple), famous landmarks (Taj Mahal, Great Wall of China), or traditional houses of your country. Worth 50 points. Due before Spring Break

Africa Mask

Create an African Mask using any materials you want. Use the internet to find an African Mask and use this as your model. Must turn in a copy of the actual mask you copied from. This will count as your source. Due before April 29
Research Paper  - write your paper on one of two topics
  Topic #1 -  Find a major problem affecting your country today and write a five or more paragraph essay on it.(total length should be a minimum 3 pages regular, 5 pages gifted – 12 font Times New Roman, double space) Examples can be pollution, deforestation, overpopulation, AIDS or other diseases, religious differences, women’s rights, etc. You will need to do your own research using the internet, the school library, & the public library.
Here is how the paragraphs should be set up. 
    1st – Introductory paragraph. Reading this paragraph, I should know what you are going to be discussing in your paper.
    2nd – Describing the problem in your country. (Cause)
    3rd – What is happening to your country as a result of this problem? (Effect)
    4th – What is your country doing to solve this problem & what solutions would you come up with to solve the problem. (this can be written over several paragraphs)
    5th – Closing – Sum up the major points of your paper.
Topic #2 – Opposing Viewpoints paper. Choose a topic from Mr. Johnson that has two opposing viewpoints. You will summarize both viewpoints and then offer which viewpoint you agree with based on the readings. (total length should be a minimum 3 pages – 12 font Times New Roman, double space) Mr. Johnson will provide the readings for this. Here is how the paragraphs should be set up:

    1st – Introductory paragraph. Reading this paragraph, I should know what you are going to be discussing in your paper.
    2nd – Summarize viewpoint #1    

    3rd – Summarize viewpoint #2
    4th – What is your viewpoint & why. Use the readings to form your opinion. Write this like a persuasive essay (this can be written over several paragraphs)
    5th – Closing – Sum up the major points of your paper.


Half of your grade will come from paragraph number 4. You can split this into several paragraphs. Remember to back your ideas up with facts. Please type this paper in standard form (Times New Roman font, 12 size, double space). Please cite your sources on the last page. You need at least 5 on topic #1 with a mixture of book and Internet sources. Rough draft due May 13th.  Work on this the entire 9 weeks as it will be difficult to research and write at the last second. Counts as Test Grade.
