For this first part of the yearlong project, you will be finding out basic facts about your country. Make sure you cite the place you found your information in an MLA style bibliography (easybib.com.) We’ll spend a few days in the computer lab for the project. After that, you’ll need to do the research at home or here at school in the mornings between 8:15 and 9:00. I’ll be available most mornings during that time to assist you with any problems you might have or if you want me to check on your progress. The project requirements will be posted on my website for your convenience at home. You can do this project in a power point presentation or you can put the information in a notebook. Whatever method, you use make sure you have a title page and make it colorful, interesting, and IN YOUR OWN WORDS. You can turn in work early to make sure you are doing OK. 
1) Make a political map of your country using poster board. Make sure you include the title, compass rose, 10 major cities, mountains, rivers, major roads, railroads and landmarks (e.g - .the Taj Mahal in India or the Great Wall in China). I can help you trace your country on the overhead in the mornings before school. Due: August 29
2) Make a flag of your country using a creative medium (not just paper and marker). The more original the better. What do the colors and/or symbols of your flag represent. Due: Sept 12
3) What kind of paperwork do you need to get into your country? If you need a visa, how much does it cost? Due: Sept 26
4) There are probably a few unsafe areas of your country. Write a page (in your own words) about the safety concerns of your country and any areas of the country that are unsafe. Due: Sept 23
5) How far is it from Atlanta to the capital or major city in your country? Due: Sept 17
6) What is the name of the currency in your country? How much is $10 worth in your country? Due: Sept 23
7) If it is noon in Atlanta, what time is it in your country? Sept 26
8) What is the date of your countries independence? Due: Sept 26
9) What is the Internet country code for your country? Due: Sept 26
10) The most popular and the one sport that all nations play is soccer. What is the international rank for your country? Due: Sept 26
11) Find the following facts about your country: Due: Oct. 3
a. Population (today & your birth year)

b. Population density (population / area) – (today & your birth year)

c. Per capita income (the average amount of money a person makes in a year) – (today & your birth year)

d. Comparative (size of your country compared to a US state)

i.  Fertility rate (today & your birth year)

j. Infant Mortality Rate (today & your birth year)
